WHY WE GATHER TO REMEMBER

Remarks by (then) President Frank Rohrbough at the MSC Association’s Memorial
Service at the 2005 reunion 06 October 2005 in San Diego, California.

We are gathered today for at least two reasons:

x First, to remember those whose names are printed in our Honor Roll and to recall
in our minds and hearts the accomplishments of those who are deceased having
served ar country well.

x The second reason for our being here is to join in fellowship to celebrate the lives
of those who are no longer with usnd to reflect on the experiences and times
we shared with those MSCs during our service careers.

We have many reans for remembering our deceased members. We cannot honor them
without looking at the past the history associated with the foundation of our country
and what our Founding Fathers endured so that we might have the freedoms we enjoy
today as provided byé Constitution that was written 216 years ago.

Our Patriot ancestors fought for 8 long years risking their lives and all their possessions
to gain freedom from King George Il of England and the rights published in the
Declaration of Independence on Jdlyl776. As a result, the United States is the symbol

of Freedom under a constitutiorgdvernment. The heritage of every citizerihe right

to Liberty, Equality, and the pursuit of Happiness. These rights have become the envy of
the people of the worldrhe government of the people, by the people, and for the people
was the hope and dream for which many of our ancestors put his or her life on the line. It
shall not perish from the earth unless we, the defenders of freedom today, let that dream
die.

What America means is often well stated in song. Song lyrics speak of the virtues of our
nation. For example, "America" was composed by Samuel Francis Smith, a Baptist
clergyman, and was first sung at the Boston Sabbath School Union Independence Day
exercisesn 1831. An original third stanza, later struck out, read as follows:

No more shall tyrants here
with haughty steps appear,



and soldierbands;
No more shall tyrants tread
above the patriot dead
No more our blood be shed
by alen hands.

How little did Rev. Smith know the continued efforts of tyrants in virtually every
generation to curb the undying and inextinguishable desire of humans everywhere to be
free; and how many of the youth of today’s generation who have been giveuch of

this world's goods with virtually no sacrifice on their part or that of their parents take
their privileges for granted rather than what they really are:

Privileges earned because of the sacrifices of those who have gone
before them in history.

We are free today because of the sacrifices of those who served before us, with us, after
us and are now serving. Today’s soldiers are serving voluntarily because they understand
that we are fighting a global War against Terrorism. Our freedoms havebemrefree-
because others have servedome have been seriously injured and some have made the
ultimate sacrifice with their lives to maintain a free and secure America.

By our service, we fulfilled the Oath we took when we were Commissionediesrsfh
the US Air Force many years ago. We, along with our spouses and families, made many
sacrifices during our military careers to keep alive the dream of our heritage.

Let us remember what we and our fellow comrades have done, what our service has
meant in support of those warriors who were placed in Harms’ Way arshtindices of

others that keeps free and oucountry secure for our fahes and all Americans now
andforever more.
